Be it enacted by the Legislature o f  the 
State of Washington: 

SECTION 1. That a t  the general 
election to be held in  this state on 
Tuesday next succeeding the first 
Monday i n  November, 1926, there shall 
be submitted to  the qualified electors 
of this state, for their adoption and 
approval o r  rejection, a n  amendment 
to Article I1 of the Constitution of the 
State of Washington, so that  Section 
23 of said Article I1 when amended 
aha.11 read a s  follows: 

Section 23. Each member of the 
legislature shall receive for his serv- 
ices three hundred dollars per annum 

during his term of office, and ten cents 
for every mile he shall travel in going 
to and returning from the place of 
~neet ing of the legislature, on the most 
usual route. 

SEC. 2. The foregoing amendment 
shall be submitted to the people for 
their adoption and approval or re- 
jection in the  following form: 
Shall each member of the 
Legislature receive three 1 yes 
hundred dollars per annum 
for his services and ten NO 
cents per mile mileage. J
