Future Voter allows 16- and 17-year-olds to
sign up and be automatically registered to
vote when they become eligible.

How do | qualify for
Future Voter?

To sign up, you must be:
¢ At least 16 years old,
e A U.S. citizen, and
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¢ A Washington resident.

You do not lose the right to vote for a
conviction in juvenile court.

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You have several options:
