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This is the fourth edition of Go West Young Reader. These bibliographies are the result of Washington
State Librarian Jan Walsh’s seasonal Washington Reads program. Ms. Walsh launched the program in fall
2003 on the 150" anniversary of the arrival of the Territorial Library books in Olympia. Each subsequent
quarter Ms. Walsh chooses a theme and selects at least one adult, one young adult, and one children’s book
as part of her Washington Reads program. This list continues to grow as the State Library seeks and
purchases more children and young adult books for its Northwest collection.
