
AN ACT Relating to driving under the influence; adding a new sections to chapter 46.61 RCW; and creating new sections.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE PEOPLE OF THE STATE OF WASHINGTON:

NEW SECTION. Sec. 1.  A new section is added to chapter 46.61 RCW to read as follows:

(1) (a) Over the years alcohol and prescription drugs have contributed to an escalating number of driving under the influence accidents that have cost millions of dollars in damages, destroyed families, and killed thousands;


(b) Initiative Measure No. 502 put into law an unscientific standard to measure the impairment of drivers under the influence of cannabis.

(2) (a) Juries have had to rely on the testimony of law enforcement officers for impairment in driving under the influence cases instead of actual evidence;


(b) Video technology now allows for cameras to be placed on law enforcement's dash boards and in his or her badge;


(c) Recorded video evidence of impairment allows juries to see the level of driver impairment that warranted a search of a person’s most personal possession, their bodily fluids; and


(d) It is in the best interest of both the people and the state to require the best possible evidence a law enforcement officer could bring to trial.

(3) (a) Drivers sufficiently impaired must be charged with driving under the influence; and


(b) Driver not sufficiently impaired must not be charged with driving under the influence, nor suffer the loss of their liberty or property.


(4) The people now establish that video evidence of impairment must support any charge for driving under the influence when blood must be drawn in Washington state by enacting the following changes to the Revised Code of Washington (RCW).

NEW SECTION. Sec. 2. A new section is added to chapter 46.61 RCW to read as follows:
     Recorded video evidence of impairment or determination of culpability in an accident must accompany results tested under chapters RCW 46.61.502 and 46.61.506 when presented as evidence in a criminal or civil trial.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 3. In the event that any sections of this act are in conflict with any other laws codified in the Revised Code of Washington, the provisions of this act shall control.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 4. If any provision of this act or its application to any person or circumstance is held invalid, the remainder of the act or the application of the provision to other persons or circumstances is not affected.

NEW SECTION. Sec. 5. The attorney general must vigorously defend this act from all challenges by, yet not limit to persons, officials, cities, counties, and state or federal governments by all legal means to the fullest extent possible.
