Joint Committee Meeting Notes

DATE: May 8, 2003

LOCATION: Puget Sound ESD, Burien

NOTES:  Judi Guzzy welcomed all participants to the meeting and Rand Simmons gave an update on what was happening at the State Library.  Karen Forsyth went over the current group purchases in progress, detailing what the status was of the current Books24x7 offer for academic institutions.  Current ProQuest and BigChalk statistics were also passed-out to committee members.  The new SDL brochure was also distributed to committee members for review.
Judi gave an update on the current proposal for SDL to act as the fiscal agent for group purchases in 2004.  Many vendors will give substantial discounts if they only have to send out one invoice.  SDL has been given approval by the current administration to start this procedure and the fiscal department is planning to not add on an administrative fee for the first year.  

Discussion of the 2004 LSTA funding proposal for Library Council was the next agenda item.  Judi will propose Council gives the project a three-year funding commitment, at which time project staff will again explore the option to seek state funding, develop a K-12 training curriculum, research the concept of a Portal, and look into the possibility of a one-time purchase of electronic resources for 2005.  Project staff will also include in the 2004 proposal testimonials from people who have used ProQuest and to show the project value.
Judi gave an overview of the ongoing focus groups.  The first one was for the K-12 community and was held on May 1st Staff learned not only the monetary value of the project, but also the need for libraries to collaborate more on group purchases, and the need for a more structured training program to show the integration of the database to the school’s curriculum.  The need to promote what BCR has to offer was also stressed.
The Committee discussed the possibility of working on an online statewide encyclopedia deal for 2005.  It was decided that the K-12 community would be the best group to work with on this.  Other Libraries might be interested if there was an option to purchase a “bundle package” of several different databases.  Project staff will also explore what options are currently available through BCR and what their pricing structure is. 
On a final note, Judi announced her intent to resign her position as project director the end of May.  She will be leaving to pursue a new job at Johnson County Community College located in Overland Park, Kansas.  The committee offered congratulations on her project leadership and commented she will be greatly missed.  Rand will take over as acting project manager until a replacement can be found.

SDL Staff will: 

Explore what administrative fees other consortium charge who act as the fiscal agent.
Distribute will distribute Focus Group reports to the committees as they are completed.

Submit 2004 proposal draft to committees by end of May

Explore if possible consortia pricing exist on one-time purchases of electronic resources.

Contract to develop a training curriculum for the K-12 community

Explore statewide encyclopedia deal with K-12 community.
